What does it take to be a Mountaineer Boys & Girls Club Volunteer?

The staff at the Mountaineer Boys and Girls Club would love to have you as a volunteer. Without the support of caring people like you, the Club could not operate or survive. Our goal is for your volunteer experience with us to be fun, positive and rewarding. In order to accomplish our goal, we have established guidelines we ask all our volunteers to follow. Please review the following list.

Volunteer Behavior
· You are here to benefit the children (members); be involved with our members at all times.

· Please refrain from fraternizing excessively with other adults, including personal phone calls.

· Only have appropriate conversations inside the Club; save adult oriented topics for times when you are not on premises.

· Do not smoke on the club premises, even if you are in a vehicle. Our children need to be exposed to adults with positive habits.

· Ensure that all clothing is appropriate (not revealing, free of alcohol, sex and drug references, and curse words).

· If you cannot find a Club member with whom to interact, refer to the Volunteer Assignment Board or consult a staff.

· Familiarize yourself with the rules; report improprieties to a staff member.  Although we appreciate your concern, only staff members may administer discipline.

· Report any suspicious or unusual behavior to the appropriate people ASAP.

· Rely on your common sense and discretion, and ask any staff if you are unsure about a rule.

Power Hour (Homework Help)
Monday through Thursday from 4pm to 5pm, our Club members participate in Power Hour.  During this time, members work on homework and basic educational skills. Our members and staff rely upon our volunteers for assistance in keeping children on task and helping them with their homework.  If you are helping a member with her/his homework, please remember the following:

· Do not give the members the answer; help them work towards it. If you are unsure how to do this please ask a staff member.

· Keep the members on task; each member should be doing homework, reading, or writing.

· Help quietly. If you are unable to do this, ask the team leader if they can put you and the member in a location that will not disturb others.

· If you want to read to a member (younger ones only) or if a member wants to read to you, ask the team leader if she/he will allow it.

Club Rules
Many of our Club Member rules are similar to school and home rules, but some are different (i.e. saying “shut up” is not allowed). Below are some of the most violated rules:

· Members walk inside the club; running is permitted outside only.

· Wrestling, and other horse play is not allowed.

· Food and drinks must be kept in the Game Room only.

· No Bullying!!!! Name calling, intimidation and insults are not allowed.

· Members must be accompanied by a staff if outside, in the tech lab, any office and kitchen.

There are rule cards in the box that your id cards are in, you are welcome to take one in order to better familiarize yourself.

Volunteering can be a worthwhile experience; many of our volunteers benefit as much as our members. If any member of the staff can do anything to help get you acclimated to our facility and procedures, please let us know.
